
Academic Grievance Appeal Form 

Any decision of the Faculty Fellow for Academic Integrity or designee may be appealed by the grieving student 
where there is evidence that a significant impropriety in the review process occurred. 

1. Appeal form must be legible, dated, signed and prepared by the student.
2. Specify in detail the alleged procedural impropriety.
3. Appeal forms must be submitted to the Office of the Provost and Executive Vice President, PC 526.
5. Late appeals will not be accepted.
