Sen Rodriguez: Confused because when we did read it last time it was not an offical
“first read”.

Pro Temp Stangl: The “first read” is when a piece of legislation is sent via email within
48 hours in advance. This is because it was sent out Saturday

Sen Moya Palacios: If there is a 15 minute discussion how much time is given to each
person.

Pro Temp Stengl: People will be allowed to talk until the 15 minutes are up.

Sen Tunon: Fully in favor for this bill. Has read the updated version and sees no

problem with it.

. Sen Columna: Its a weak argument to go against CRT or just ban anything we do not

Sen Moya Palacios: Freedom of Speech is under attack. Supports the “cantbanus” act.
Sen Jusino: Started the petition against the “cantbanus” act. Made the petition because
not every person’s viewpoint is in like with the “cantbanus” act.

on this bill. This bill is divisive.
